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Colour bands for the students that are 
taggers.

Back to front tag is best played outside in a large 
open area. The game starts with the teacher picking 

one student who is ‘it’. The rest of the students 
that are not ‘it’ huddle up in a group and count to 

ten while the ‘it’ student runs away. 
After the huddle has counted to ten, they all run 
after the ‘it’ student. When one of the students 

tags the ‘it’ student, then they become ‘it’ as well 
and have to run away from all the other 

students. Back to front tag is like regular tag 
but backwards. It may be a little confusing at the 

start, but after a couple of times the students 
will love the different aspect of the game. Back 

to front tag is a great warm-up activity for 
students outside.
